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Introduction

01 *i Purpose of Development

% Marriage immigrants living in Korea may experience many difficulties when first sending their
children to school. As a parent of school-aged children, marriage immigrants, like any parent, want
to know the best ways to lead their children and adequately provide them with what they need.
However, this is sometimes even more difficult because the environment in Korea is different from
the environment of the country in which these parents were born and raised.

What’s more is that the school-home correspondences sent to marriage immigrant parents, which
mainly contain information on educational systems and events and school life, may often seem like
cryptic documents full of words that are hard to understand.

¢ This glossary of school-related terms for multicultural families explains the main topics of
school-home correspondences and school-related terms in 3 different languages and is designed to
help marriage immigrant school parents communicate more easily with their children’s school. By
allowing marriage immigrant school parents to better support their child’s school life and
communicate smoothly with the school, this glossary has been developed with the aim of helping
marriage immigrant school parents better fulfill their role as a school parent and promote their
relationship with their child.

02 " Term Selection Criteria

¢ To make this glossary, we randomly selected 10% of the elementary schools from each region
nationwide and used the roughly 13,000 school-home correspondences published and distributed by
these schools over the past year (Sep 1, 2015 - Aug 31, 2016) via home correspondence public
information portals as our target pool of information.

«» Terms were carefully selected as the main words parents need to know in order to understand the
topics covered by school-home correspondences, classified by content and function.

¢ The definition of the individual words that make up each term are provided to help readers better
understand the term.

¢ Synonyms are provided so that similar terms can be understood all at the same time.

+¢ In the case that a word has more than one meaning, the different meanings are presented together
in order using numbers (D), (2), and the school-related meaning is presented as number (D).

% For a better and easier understanding of terms, readers may use the <Korean-Foreign Language
Learning Dictionary> and the <Standard Korean Language Dictionary> issued by the National
Institute of Korean Language as background materials for the easier explanation of terms.

¢ Time-related terms are explained separately so that these terms may be more easily utilized to
properly understand school event schedules and submit any necessary application forms to the school
before the relevant deadline.
