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Europe is similar in size to India and has a population of about 700
million. While small in size and population, it has had a great influence on
world history. It is surrounded by the Arctic Ocean in the north, the Atlantic
Ocean in the west, the Mediterranean Sea in the south, and the Asian continent
in the east. Europe, which is rooted in ancient Greek and Roman civilization and
Christian culture, can be largely divided into northern Europe on the
Scandinavian Peninsula, western Europe, the birthplace of the industrial
revolution, southern Europe with the Mediterranean Sea south of the Alps, and
Eastern Europe and Russia, where there were many socialist countries in the
past. Russia is a country that spans Europe and Asia and includes the Ural
Mountains in Europe to the west and Asia to the east.
